Statement by UNESCO Information for All Programme National Committee of Russia

UNESCO Information for All Programme National Committee of Russia,

Recognizing the Internet as a global public good,

Noting that Internet Governance issues concerns many different stakeholders,

Recognizing the existence of a number of issues related to law enforcement in cyberspace,

Supporting the WSIS decision of establishment of the Working Group on Internet Governance,

Greeting the WGIG adherence to transparency, openness and inclusiveness,

Acknowledging the Statement by UNESCO on Internet Governance,

Proposes the following:

1. Use at most the full possibilities of formal and informal institutes that settles Internet affairs at present. In particular, Interpol could investigate the transboundary crimes related to Internet in the framework of regional Working Parties on Information Technology Crime.

2. Limit the possible international regulatory norms related to Internet to technical regulation and standardization. The International Telecommunication Union seems to be the most suitable body to develop the appropriate technical regulation for the Internet.

3. Develop the recommendations and international framework agreements related to ethical issues in connection of the Internet. UNESCO seems to be the most suitable body to develop the appropriate documents that should be used on national level to improve and harmonize national legislation.

4. Pay special attention for researching the social impact of the Internet Governance issues.

5. Consider the huge public response aroused from Internet Governance issues and pay special attention for public relations.
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
