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1.China is a disaster area where infracted by global Spam.
Chinese netizens now reaches 100 million, 90% of which use Internet with the primary purpose is to email to others. But more than 60% emails users received are Spam, which affected normal Internet service badly. At the same time, global spammer counterfeit Chinese IP addresses or use Chinese mail servers to transfer their junk mails to the world, so a lots of Chinese IP addresses were complained or regarded as Spam resources by those action. 
Now Black List Filtering is the international modus operandi to deal with spam. But the whole IP address block might be in the black list if a spammer is detected. This is unfair to China. Because of historical reason for IP address assignment, it is known that China holds in hand with a small volume of IP address resource. Thus, most normal correspondence with foreign countries will be affected if the whole IP address block is on the SBL, although of which many are no responsible for Spam. And for Chinese mail server managers, it is very difficult to contact with hundreds of anti-spam orgs without common uniform standard and certification rule as non English-native persons. This is the reason why the complaints of Chinese ISP/ESP cannot get solve. All these brought huge loss to Chinese netizens and ISPs.

So Chinese ISP/ESP has to both improve their server management measures and learn different rules from different anti-spam orgs. Internet Society of China spends lots of time to help them dealing with these matters every year. 

2.China anti-spam Action
Chinese Internet industry mainly deals with spasm via self-discipline. In recently years, ISC and Chinese ISP/ESP had made great efforts on countering Spam successively, founding Anti-Spam Coordination Team of ISC（ASCT）that formulated Standards for Public Email Service, put anti-spam management and technology step in practice, published black lists of IP address sending Spam, pushed forward anti-Spam knowledge popularization by all means and organized training targeting at email server managers, brought legislation and policy making suggestion to Chinese government, developed  widely international cooperation to setup a sharing-information, keeping-smooth and trustful anti-spam mechanism. These actions were welcome from Chinese government, ISP/ESP, Chinese netizens and foreign anti-spam orgs. As a result, since last midyear, the spam percentage in China showed a trend of decrease from 66.7% to 61% this month.

3.Governance mechanism
Technology, self-discipline and international cooperation are bottom-up of anti-Spam. But without the government’s attendance, legislation and policy support, we cannot solve spam problem completely.  We can get a conclusion from anti-spam practice in the world that it is an integrated solution including legislation, management, technology, self-discipline and international cooperation to deal with spam. Especially a sound law is very important to punish spammer. As the principal part of legislation and policy-making, governments must play important roles in anti-Spam field. 

We hope each government could pay attention to deal with spam and try to make law and policy actively, setup government coordinate mechanism between different countries to drive forward international anti-spam mechanism and protect legal rights of netizens and enterprises in each country. 

Email is the most popular service which can show the Internet’s characteristics. We hope some enlightenment and help could be made to setup an international Internet governing mechanism from our anti-spam practice.
